Job Description

The Sooke Region Museum & Visitor Centre is seeking summer season staff as an Events Assistant.
This position will support the Programs Manager in offering events and programs for community
members and visitors. Events at the Sooke Region Museum & Visitor Centre aim to provide
opportunities for people to share local cultural and natural heritage while connecting people to this
place and each other, building a sense of pride among community members and providing a sense
of place for tourists.

Responsibilities
Assist in the planning, promotion, and delivery of the following spring/summer events:

Sooke Night Market - from 4 June to 27 August we host a weekly night market featuring over 30
local farmers, artisans, and artists. In addition to the vendors, each Night Market also features local
musicians performing in 2 different areas of the market. The Events Assistant will support these
weekly events assisting in liaising with vendors and musicians, promotions, set-up and take-down
of the market.

Open House - in late June, the Museum opens the doors and secret storage to welcome community
members and visitors to visit the museum and participate in activities inspired by local heritage.
Activities include tours of historic Moss Cottage (built ¢. 1869), the Triangle Island Lighthouse, and
the collections area (normally closed to public). One of the biggest attractions to this event is the
salmon barbecue with salmon grilled over an alder fire. This position will assist the Programs
Manager in organizing and facilitating this event.

Additional tasks

Tours - all summer positions will be trained to conduct tours of Moss Cottage, Triangle Island
Lighthouse and themed tours of exterior exhibits. This position will be provided with information and
guidance to conduct these tours, which may include first-person, costumed interpretation.

Gift Shop - all summer positions will be trained in point of sale to support Gift Shop operations.

The Sooke Region Museum operates in the territories of the T'Sou-ke, Scia’new, and
Pacheedaht peoples, who have inhabited this land since time immemorial.
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Preparation for Autumn - if time allows, this position will also assist in preparing for fall programs
and events such as School Tours and Sooke Spook.

Solving problems and developing resourcefulness is a big part of the job, as all event coordination
includes responding to requests and challenges as they arise.
